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Research interests:

My scientific interests concentrate around the issues of archaeology of the Early
Middle Ages in Europe, in particular around the settlement and cultural changes taking
place on the lands of Odra and Vistula River basins at the time of forming and
functioning of the Early Piast monarchy. To my research priorities | also count the issue
of contacts of the Central European Barbaricum communities (including Slavs) with the
so called outside world (in particular with Scandinavia), issues of the funeral culture of
the communities on Polish lands in the Middle Ages, issues of the cultural bonds of the
communities inhabiting the area of today’s Great Poland in the Early Middle Ages and
the problems of the military team of the first Piasts, above all its organization,
dislocation, composition and armament. The results of these studies are the basis of
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research which | lead on the forming of the Medieval culture, mainly in the area of the
middle Odra and Vistula Rivers interfluve, under consideration of the European
context.
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
